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Instructions: Write a focused, concretely developed, grammatically correct paper in which you not only introduce, state and assess the significance of a thesis, but develop it with close textual analysis and at least FOUR, scholarly outside sources, each significantly quoted from.  
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TOPICS/THEMES
1.Analyze/assess Sun Also Rises as an example of war-related PTSD.

2. Analyze/Assess the significance of Jake’s wound: its causes, effects, and implications for his identity, relationships, and art. Is Jake an artiste manqué (suffering artist)? 

3. Develop an in-depth analysis of a principal character in SAR (Jake, Brett, Cohn etc), featuring a close textual reading and informed by outside sources. 

4. Develop an in depths analysis of a particular relationship between two characters 
in SAR, informed by a close textual reading and outside sources.

5. Analyze/Assess SAR as a modernist text? Discuss the extent to which it conforms to or departs from the features traditionally associated with modernism. Define “Modernism,” and the criteria of your analysis. Discuss the factors that led to its rise. Situate Sun within this modernist tradition. 

6. Analyze/Assess the role of bull-fighting in SAR.   

7. Analyze/Assess the significance of one or more of the three settings in SAR: Paris, The Irati River, Pamplona. 

8. Analyze/Assess SAR from the perspective of one or more of the following: its racist,  misogynistic, homo-phobic, anti-Semite, and/or anti-rich discourses. 
9. Analyze/ Assess SAR from a feminist perspective, focusing on its depiction of women, the extent to which these depictions are stereotypic, if so what stereotypes, its reinforcement of a patriarchal value system, its valorization of “toxic masculinity” etc.
10. Analyze/Assess SAR as an “expatriate” novel. Include an analysis of the causes and effects of expatriation, and the extent to which SAR bears these out.  

11. Analyze/ Assess the role of hyper-masculinity in SAR, as part of a focus on the dynamics of gender identity. 

12 Analyze/Assess the sado-masochistic tendencies in Sun Also Rises, exploring the  causes and effects, perhaps in conjunction with the various prejudices at play in the novel, or their relationship to a “wound.” .   
12. Analyze/Assess SAR as social satire or social critique. What aspects of society, Parisian society, or the post-war life-style of the roaring 20s does it critique?   
13. Analyze/Assess the definitive elements of Hemingway’s style, as evidenced in SAR. 
14. Miscellaneous: Some other analytical focus of your choice with instructor’s approval.
